These are not standing
committees that have to be nominated and
voted upon.

Do we need more programming for our children
and youth? This is a question that the In Reach
Team continues to wrestle with, as do I. Do we
need more choices for adult classes? Given that
our average attendance on Sunday mornings for
worship are approximately 214, which means
that active membership is around 330340; we
probably have ten percent of the adults actually
participating in leadership or attending Bible
study classes. That is a very poor statistic.
