When The Caring Center  is mentioned,         
it's usually in connection with food.  Every month, 
Centenary receives its own short list of specific      
donation items.  Nothing fancy, just basics like       
shampoo, mac'n'cheese, baby formula, pasta and 
sauce.  So, perhaps it's natural for folks to think of 
The Caring Center (TCC) simply as "that food pantry".  
And it is a food pantry.  But it's so much more. 

Begun in the mid-1980s, TCC has been help-
ing people in the county for many years.  Now Execu-
tive Director, Theresa Hanners has been with TCC for 
17 years. Her executive assistant is Brenda Daggy. 

Each patron of TCC must complete initial pa-
perwork and be interviewed to be sure they qualify 
based on income and expenses.  Most do qualify, with 
very few simply trying to 'work the system' for free 
food.  Theresa is most kind and caring...but she runs 
a tight ship, too.  In addition to food, patrons may also 
select clothing and small household items. 

Beyond making donations, the public can also 
help TCC by shopping at Classic Reruns , their sec-
ond-hand / thrift shop featuring clothing, jewelry, 
household items and collectibles.  Proceeds from the 
sale of these items go toward paying the bills: rent on 
TCC's two buildings, insurance (which runs $8,000 / 
year), and utilities, along with a receptionist's small 
salary.  They also use these funds to buy some food 
for the pantry.  Last year, Classic Reruns sales 
brought in $25,000. 

Here's something fewer people might know 
about.  TCC also helps provide transitional housing 
and case management, networking with all other 
agencies in town, county and surrounding area:         
Love INC, Boys and Girls Clubs, Habitat for Humanity, 
along with the townships trustees, schools, etc.          
The United Way refers more people to TCC than any 
other agency. 

 

What Centenary is doing to help TCC : 

§collecting food every month, using our specific short list  

§collecting special food items and cash donations for      
 holiday meals. 

§volunteering shelve food and sort donated clothing         
 (more people are needed to help with this) 

§picking up day-old bread at Kroger and deliver it to TCC.

Volunteers are 
needed to help work with the kids in grades K thru 5 from 
4 ï 6 p.m. at the Lebanon Boys and Girls Club.  No prior 
experience is needed.  They also need help transporting 
food each night.  For more information please contact The 
Caring Center at 482-2020.

Hi, my name is Child of God, whatôs your name?  Have you 
ever really considered who you are?  Society dictates that 
we are someoneôs spouse, sibling, son or daughter.  We are 
ñrelatedò to others and that seems to be important.  Really, 
we are ALL children of God.   
 

It doesnôt matter our gender, the color of our skin, our age, 
what language we speak.  We were all created by God out 
of Godôs love for us as beings that God can relate to.  It is  
all about relationships.   
 

I know that there are times when it seems like the Outreach 
Team is constantly asking for money or for donations of one 
type or another.   We have events that raise money for the 
various charities around town, the county and even around 
the world.  And yes, money is needed to get goods to peo-
ple that really do need them. 
 

What really matters, however, is relationships.  The Centen-
ary Men that meet on Wednesday mornings at 6:30 a.m. 
(way before I am conscious) are studying a new book on  
just that.  When Joe Boyd told me what they were studying   
I found myself saying, well we give money and goods but  
we also build relationships.  But, and this is a big BUT; do 
we do it enough? 
 

Pastor David found some statistics from the 2000 census 
that showed over 24,000 people right here in Boone County 
that are ñunclaimedò; which means they did not own up to a 
religion or a church.  Now, there are also probably people 
that say they are of a specific denomination just because 
their grandmother on their motherôs side of the family was   
of that denomination.  That doesnôt mean that they actually 
participate in the life of a congregation or denomination.   
 

So, in the midst of collecting money and food and school 
supplies and toys at Christmas; are we building relationships 
that could lead to the salvation of another human being that 
God created in Godôs image?  Each of us must answer that 
for ourselves. 
 

I know that I have had many experiences on the Navajo  
reservation, at Henderson Settlement, at Shalom House,       
in Africa, working at Habitat, and various other ñcharitiesò 
where I have come away more blessed by working elbow to 
elbow with folks.  Sometimes, we have to get down and dirty 
and meet those that we normally would not meet on a day to 
day basis.   
 

I considered asking the Outreach Team to changing their 
name to Reach Out Team, but then their acronym would 
have become ñROTò -  doesnôt sound too appealing does it?   

However, let us think about this.  If we are not out there     
trying to make relationships that matter, what will happen to 
these folks that donôt know God, that donôt have a support 
system, that NEED  us to help them find their way; with 
Godôs help?   
 

The In Reach Team is also working and praying about     
relationships from within the church; children and youth  
ministries and also ministering to the elderly or home bound.  
How do we stay connected?  By forming relationships.   
 

I will let you in on a secret.  When David and I came to     
Centenary it was a broken church.  That is no secret.  But in 
order to help ñhealò we had to not worry about worship style 
or programs, but rather FORM RELATIONSHIPS!!!  We 
spent our first two years, maybe even three; forming rela-
tionships.  Then we began to look at programs and worship 
and Sunday school and mid-week programming and mis-
sions. 
 

Our 175th Anniversary committee is doing a great job plan-
ning celebrations and mementoes.  Why is celebrating this 
so important?  You got it.  Because of relationships that 
have been formed over those years that have meant so 
much AND most of all the relationships that have been 
made with God our Creator, Jesus Christ the Son, and the 
Holy Spirit. 
 

Our God, whom we love, praise and pray to, created us to 
be in relationship with Him and with one another.  No one 
should be out there alone wondering aimlessly about trying 
to figure out the meaning of life.  No One.   We have 24,000 
possibilities right here in our own back yard.  If there are that 
many here, just imagine how many are around the world.   
 

Is the auction important?  Yes, because we raise money to 
support desperately needed food, clothing, and medical  
supplies for those that need it and to support the networking 
system that will help people get what they need.  It is also a 
great time of fellowship for us and we need each other. 
 

Is the Hog Roast and the chili booth important?  Again, we 
raise money that is needed for the same reasons listed 
above.  What are we doing to form those relationships that 
are so desperately needed?  We need to get out in the mis-
sion field and we donôt have to go far. 
 

Itôs all about relationships.  Letôs go out and make some new 
friends and help them to become disciples of Jesus Christ!  
We are all called Child of God, but some just donôt know it 
yet.

What is our job as followers of Christ?  Is it to point out 

others' sin, so they can repent and be saved?  To inform 

others that if they don't stop living as they are, they will go 

to hell?  To measure others' holiness, to weigh their 

chances of 'getting in', and then use our findings as         

justification for withholding fellowship until they shape 

up...like us? 

 As difficult as it is for the human brain to grasp, 

God does not rank sin.  All sin is equal to God, because 

all sin is forgivable through faith in Jesus.  Christians are 

completely dependent on God's grace, on Christ's sacri-

fice, because we are still sinners, and will continue to be 

sinners.  We're not perfect, and any sin separates us from 

our perfect God, without our faith.  Faith and belief in 

the perfect life, atoning death and resurrection of Christ 

is all that saves us. 

 Are we making light of our own very real and  

ongoing failures, while requiring "those sinful people out 

there" to change in a big way before we can even consider 

fellowship with them?  Does that sound like Jesus? How 

would our hearts, minds and lives change, if we truly     

believed the penalty for sin was paid by Jesus on Calvary 

and at the empty tomb, and that He calls us simply to 

love? 

 Our job, as Christians, is to love God with all our 

heart, soul, mind and 'verymuchness'.  That's usually the 

easy part.  The hard part, we think, is to 'love our 
neighbor'...which means everybody.  Once we truly focus 
on loving God, being thankful for the grace we do not 

deserve, we may be more able to extend that grace to 

other sinners like ourselves. To love as Christ loved us, 

'while we were yet sinners'. 

 Yes, sometimes love will need to be 'tough', and 

involve 'speaking the truth, in love'.  But perhaps such 

talk would be more effective once a relationshipña       

loving,      fellowship relationshipñhas been well estab-

lished.  Not while standing across a great impasse, shout-

ing "repent and change first, then we'll talk!" 

 In this Lenten season, contemplating the road to 

Calvary and the Resurrection, I'm even more grateful that
