Sunday, December 12, Indiana Area Bishop Michael 

Coyner will be with us for worship, he will be preach-

ing this Sunday.   Bishop Mike, as he likes to be 

called, is a native Hoosier and graduate of Purdue 

University and Duke Divinity School.  He shared with 

me in a recent email his desire to be with us in this 

anniversary celebration. 
 

Sunday, December 19, is the actual founding date of 

this congregation.  It is a special Sunday for us in that 

it will be the Fourth Sunday of Advent and the Sun-

day before Christmas.  It will be an EXTRA special 

day to commemorate and culminate our anniversary 

celebration.  The music and pastoral staff will be 

planning a grand worship experience.  We have other 

special surprises throughout the year that will make 

2010 extraordinary.   
 

Some may wonder why we put so much time and en-

ergy in celebrating this anniversary year.  For many 

who are currently active in the church, the names and 

remembrances do not mean much.  For the most part 

we are focused on what is going on currently in our 

congregation.  As we consider the present ministry 

and mission of Centenary we also should be thinking 

ahead of ways we can continue to share the message 

of Christ with the next generation of those who will 

hear the Gospel.   
 

However, as Christians, we are called always to be 

those who look forward to what God is calling us to  

do, but also continually looking back. Jesus reminds us 

in scripture, when he gathered with his disciples in the 

Upper Room on the night he was betrayed, to remem-

ber him.

Now 

looking at membership growth; in 2009 we had an 8% 

growth in membership. (If you like numbers and stuff 

like that, the percent increase in membership since 

2005, when Marcy and I were appointed to Centenary, 

is 16 %.)  If you look back to the nine charter members 

of this congregation and compare it to our current 

membership there is a huge 4711% increase.   
 

As we look back over the last 175 years we cannot  

begin to imagine the lives that have been touched by 

the ministry and mission of this single congregation 

that started with nine members in a mosquito infested 

swamp, at muddy cross road that would grow to be the 

county seat of Boone County.  Our prayer for this year 

of celebration is for God to continue the work God 

started through those who seek to be faithful witnesses 

of Christ.
