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Pastor's Page~ The season of Lent is now in full 

swing at the parsonage.  It is amazing how the Lenten disci-
plines of those around us sometimes spill on to us.  I do not 
remember officially announcing that I would give up sweets 
for Lent.   However, my best friend, confidant, associate   
pastor and wife announced that she wanted to get rid of all 
the sweets in our house by Ash Wednesday.  So I guess I 
have given up sweets by default.  (Actually we had a serious 
conversation several weeks ago about diet and health and I 
was very much an active participant in that conversation and 
decision.  So pray for us!).  
 

St. Paul reminded the Christians in Corinth that they were all 
connected to one another, they were the body of Christ and 
each had a function.  There was no single part of the body 
that could function on its own.  This was the way he talked 
about the church.  We function when we work together.    
This is true for us in this season of Lent.  We function as the 
church best when we hold one another accountable, when 
we share our concerns and pray for each other, when we 
reach out and reach up when we see needs and when we  
are experiencing needs.   
 

Itôs kind of like Marcyôs decision to give up sweets for Lent.  
For me to be the best Christian husband I need to support 
her in her discipline.  She does the same for me.  She       
encourages me to go to the gym.  She puts up with the very 
early noise in the house while I am getting ready to go to 
work out.  (The harder I try to be quiet the more noise I make).   
 

The season of Lent begins with a journey and ends when 
Jesus arrives at his destination.  Year after year we tell the 
same story.  Jesus set his face toward Jerusalem and noth-
ing would stop Him from completing the journey.   
 

Our Lenten journey begins when we recognize our need to 
draw closer to Christ, especially in this season as we prepare 
for Easter.  For some of us the Lenten journey will have many 
sacrifices and obstacles, temptations and trials.  Just as Je-
sus was tempted in the wilderness, our Lenten disciplines 
often cause us to struggle.  But we travel on. 
 

My grandfather used to tell the story of a friend of his who  
wanted the old Gospel song, ñI Feel Like Traveling Onò,  

to be sung at his funeral.  The Lyrics are:    
 

My heavenly home is bright and fair I feel like traveling on 
No pain nor death can inner[sic] there I feel like traveling on 

Yes I feel like traveling on I feel like traveling on 
My heavenly home is fine and fair I feel like traveling on 

 

All of life is a journey and we travel on toward the God who 
draws us ever closer if we are willing to go the way He 
leads.  
 

I am not much of a traveler.  I am perfectly content to ñstay 
homeò.  But I am married to someone who wants to go 
everywhere and see everything.  If Marcy hasnôt been 
there yet, you can almost bet she has that place on her 
bucket list (Things she wants to do before she ñkicks the 
bucketò).    I am in the process of getting a Passport.  My 
biggest fear is that once I have it, Marcy will expect me to 
use it. 
 

I may not be extremely comfortable traveling, but I think I 
understand the concept of being on a spiritual journey.  
And for me it is not a quest, where I am searching for 
something that eludes me.  The journey itself is a spiritual 
discipline.  For me it means I will go where He leads me. 
 

Several years ago I was being appointed to become the 
Senior Pastor of a church I was not thrilled about.  I was 
not ready to move.  I was not excited about the appoint-
ment.  The evening we were going to meet the Staff Parish 
Committee Marcy and I were walking in from the Church 
parking lot when the bell tower at the church began to ring 
out the old hymn tune, ñWhere he leads me I will followò.   
We took it as a sign.  All these years later I think God 
might have just been messing with me.  But the truth is 
that appointment was a part of my journey.  In the long run 
it is part of what brought me here to Centenary a few years 
later. 
 

The Lenten Journey has begun.  We have a long way to 
travel before we reach the resurrection garden on Easter 
morning.   I hope your journey is filled with experiences 
that draw you closer to the God who calls us to 
take up the cross and follow him.
